This 17th INNOVATION 2010 - The Week of Research, Development and Innovation in the Czech Republic, held on November 30 – December 3, 2010 in Prague in various parts of symposia program and subsequent meetings attended by 455 people and the exhibition visited individually by about 1200 people. There were presented their experiences in R & D projects from 22 countries - 76 exhibitors attended the exhibition and presented nearly 460 R & D projects. The presentation of the International Centre for Scientific and Technological Information (ICSTI) and other international organizations with which the AIE CR and STPA cooperate within INGO projects (especially TII, ICC, UNCTAD, IASP, SPICE EBN), the information of Innovation 2010 will be disseminate to experts of 26 countries.
In the 15th Innovation 2010 Award was rated 10 applications, due to mandatory consultations received all logged innovative products award. Vice-Chairman RVVI Vladimir Haasz, Senator Adolf Jilek and President AIE CR Charles Šperlink awarded winners.
In the third time was into the agenda Innovation 2010 included a separate section of the Enterprise Europe Network (EEN), the first section day of Technology platforms and project PROINCOR, traditionally held within the section International cooperation in R & D.
After opening the exhibition was launched the CD-ROM technology profile of CR 11th version and the publication Innovation and technology in developing regions.
During INNOVATION 2010, there were series of meetings with domestic and foreign partners.

* Nomenclature of the exhibition part add by significant product innovation, clusters, platforms, prepared the study programme  Innovative Engineering and add  too the presentation of selected projects within the framework of economic diplomacy
* In the frame of the Innovation of the year 2011 Award to focus attention on the outcome of  domestic and international industrial R & D programs, particularly TIP, EUREKA and Eurostars
* Include innovative products (products, processes and services) results with the corresponding score between R & D
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
