"International cooperation in R & D" 

Discussions initiated and moderated Pavel Dlouhý, AIE CR. Apologized Miroslav Janecek, 1st  Vice-president AIE CR, who was ill and Josef Janda, Ministry of Education, who had meeting in Brussels. Briefed on the program and prepared materials that are available (the magazine "ip & tt" No 4 / 2009, which published some of the contributions of this year's Innovation in 2009, including information on the results of 4 projects under the program CONTACT, Annex TT, p. III-VII .
This section took 54 experts. 

Josef Martinec invited to present their contribution in the context of: 

Discussions focused on programs KONTAKT, EUREKA, INGO Eurostars and a further period, the results of the CR and forms of cooperation with foreign partners
Josef Martinec, National Coordinator of Eureka and Eurostars, Ministry of Education 

· informed about EUREKA (E!), each calls, financing the projects and cooperation in the CR program E!,

· also informed about the Eurostars program, the first call - launched an electronic form of communication with Brussels, it did update the project evaluation system PAM, and announced 3 rd call – 25th February 2010

After the initial presentation moderator asked seminar participants to briefly present their E! projects or some suggestions: 

* Vladimir Dlouhy: He said his experience in Program E! Council, and drew attention to 

· effectiveness of funds spent to projects E! (public subsidy resources 120 million plus 50% co-investigator) 

· problem in the big events / projects as opposed to SMEs 

· possibility of initial problems in converting the entire agenda in electronic form 

· problem of speculation of some project applications to obtain funding - starting1st July the new Act No. 211/2009, which also regulates the conditions for public support 

· use of consultation, or feasibility studies for project preparation 

· possibility to use the "contact days" and the adversarial projects to solve problems during the course of your own project 

· results of solving the question of the project and financial return on funds 

Pavel Dlouhý thank his namesake for an inspiring presentation and invited those present to respond:
* Josef Martinec: Clear identification of projects on the website of Ministry of Education -- www.msmt.cz -new projects  and „OE+ three figures´ code“, a new project identification in the e-Project. " OE 08 and OE 09, and free figures´ code“ - yesterday launched a new database to obtain the access code, additional information, see also the "ip & tt" No. 4 / 2009 Annex TT, p. II
* Alexandr Prokop: Request to address these weaknesses, how to move forward into the future competitiveness of the CR, as we stand in terms of networking
* Josef Martinec: To remove the weak points already at the start of consultations on the project succeeding project competition, explained the differences project E! and Eurostars
* Svatopluk Halada: E! = no calls - lapplied project is approved for a solution if it satisfies the conditions of logging, the results of project outputs problematic - not in one country, the possibility of recovery (if the results do not match)
* Petr Kroča: Presented the successful project E! - Software development on railways for the transport of goods (in 2003 the first project of "rail map" in cooperation with Germany and Austria), continued in 2004-2007 - the title of "Innovation Days Award", awarded best project E!, the applicability of the results on market-oriented approach valued by the national coordinator J. Martinec
* Pavel Dlouhý: The question of quality of the project explained from PAM and recommended to draw on the already solved projects - projects database E!
* Zdenek Trefný: Presented the successful and very interesting project E! the field of cardiology and diabetology, a project started in phase when is the patent application, deal and continued development of devices for monitoring heart rate in a sitting position - the only non-invasive method of testing 

* Pavel Dlouhý: Informed the present about the difference between projects CONTACT - Public Ministry competition program CONTACT MEB - mobility projects of bilateral cooperation and noted the brochure INFO CONTACT 2009, which is available to interested parties.
Further attention present at the ground floor opportunity to see a practical demonstration of the creation and use of nanofibers in the Innovation 2009. Room No. 318 is reserved for any consultation. 

In the afternoon followed 

"Working Group ICSTI - International Center for Scientific and Technological Information" 

This section took 14 experts, a further 20 attended a presentation at the same time, "nanofibers" on the ground floor ČSVTS. 

Discussions initiated and moderated by Vladimir A. Fokin, International Center for Computing and Information (ICSTI), Moscow 
and gave the first contribution:

· emphasized the objective of this meeting - the deepening of cooperation, said examples of existing cooperation and examples of scientific institutions (eg, in the Tomsk Polytechnic, BAIKON Institute of Metallurgy, by MITO, etc.) mentioned the concrete results; emphasized the use of information sources, mentioned the problem of shortage of young researchers

Tatiana Aleksejevna Dik, Belarusian State University

· presented the infrastructure of the Belarusian State University, with the way ot organization the scientific work in the university, with its institutes, laboratories and the results of operations, pointed out the possibility of cooperation (with 26 countries in the world), pointed to materials which are available on the third floor of their exposure .

Pavel Švejda apologized to his late arrival due to participation in the morning meeting of the Czech Rectors Conference of the Police Academy of Sciences in Prague 4 and informed about the preparation of the official participation of the CR approved in May 2010 to a selected exhibition in Minsk 

Anatoly Grinšpan: 
· introduced the filter-based carbon filters and filter fabrics, the absorbent, which converts liquid oil into solid - to use as fuel that cleans the digestive tract, also mentioned the improved efficiency of adsorption of aspirin than normal black white - have a problem with providing the manufacturer

· informed about research in the development of food supplements, technological preparation procedures vegetable fiber, minerals, vitamins, suitable for disabled people, children, athletes, stressed the importance of selenium in food, mentioned the cooperation and participation in trade fairs abroad, pointing to materials which are available on the third floor of their exposure

· RF mentioned cooperation RF with the CR within the EU and measures to expand international cooperation in the field of innovation
