1. Activity for international cooperation in research and development to
support the mobility of researchers “MOBILITY” (7TAMB)

The aim of the MOBILITY activity is to facilitate contacts and to help develop
cooperation between institutions active in the field of research and development in
partner countries, by supporting the mobility of researchers collaborating on
international fundamental research projects.

Research projects supported under the MOBILITY activity run for two years, and
the Czech side is advocating the principle that the institutional support should not be
provided for joint research projects run by the same research teams more than three
consecutive times. In this regard, a six-year period is considered sufficient time to
enable networking between partner institutions and to develop cooperation between
them, allowing the establishment of a joint research team and the preparation of joint
research projects aimed to be supported from other sources of financing.

Support for joint research projects falling under the MOBILITY activity consists of
funding of travel and accommodation costs for researchers travelling abroad,
where the sending side covers the costs of transport of researchers to the place of their
residence in the country of the receiving side and back (including the costs of health
insurance) and the receiving side covers their living expenses (accommodation, meals
and spending money).

In general, under the MOBILITY activity, support is provided for short-term visits of
between 1 and 15 days and long-term visits of between 1 and 3 months.

The financial costs of the trips abroad (including the costs of health insurance) are
calculated by the Czech joint research project coordinator, where the maximum con-
tribution provided by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports for one foreign trip
has been set at 15,000 CZK for European countries and 50,000 CZK for non-Eu-
ropean countries. The maximum contribution received by the Czech joint research
project coordinator to cover the living costs of a foreign researcher during his/her stay
in the Czech Republic (accommodation, meals and spending money) has been set at
2,000 CZK/day for short-term visits and 30,000 CZK/month for long-term visits.

For one joint research project the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports will pro-
vide a maximum of 100,000 CZK/year in support, i.e. 200,000 CZK over the whole
joint research project implementation period in the case of cooperation with Euro-
pean states and 160,000 CZK/year, i.e. 320,000 CZK over the whole joint research
project implementation period in the case of cooperation developed with a non-
European country.

The participation of researchers in seminars, conferences, congresses and other
meetings held in partner states are not supported under the MOBILITY activity, un-
less attendance of such meetings is directly related to a joint research project.

Applicants for institutional support under the MOBILITY activity may be natural
persons, public universities, public research institutions and other research enti-
ties that can be classified as a research organisation pursuant to Article 2.2 (d) of
the Community Framework for State Aid for Research and Development and Innova-
tion (2006/C 323/01), while the proposed project must be classified as a proposal
of a fundamental research project as defined in Article 2.2 (e) of the Community
Framework for State Aid for Research and Development and Innovation (2006/C
323/01).

Generally, the joint research project proposal must be submitted simultaneously
by the researchers of the Czech part of the research team in the Czech Republic and
by the researchers of the foreign part of the research team in the partner country, in
accordance with the criteria set by the support providers. Joint research project
proposals are then evaluated at a national level in each of the partner countries and the
final selection of joint research project proposals to be supported from public funds in
the partner countries is made on the basis of the expert evaluation results by a joint
international committee composed of representatives of both of the support providers.

Under the MOBILITY activity, cooperation is currently underway with the following
countries: Argentina, France, Germany, Poland, Austria, Greece, Slovakia and
Slovenia. In 2012 the calls for Czech-French, Czech-Argentinean, Czech-Austrian,
Czech-Slovenian, Czech-Polish and Czech-German joint research project proposals
will be announced.

— costs of contractual research, technical knowledge and patents bought or li-
censed from outside sources at market prices, where the transaction has been car-
ried out at arm’s length and there is no element of collusion involved,

— costs of consultancy and equivalent services used exclusively for the purposes of
the research activity;

— additional overheads incurred directly as a result of the joint research project;

— other operating expenses, including costs of materials, supplies and similar
products incurred directly as a result of the research activity.

Funding of joint research projects under the KONTAKT II programme follows the
principle where each of the parties only pays the costs incurred by it, i.e. the Min-
istry of Education, Youth and Sports pays the costs incurred by the Czech part of the
research team for the joint research project, and vice versa. There is no requirement
for the amount of support provided to the Czech researchers for the joint research pro-
ject by the Czech support provider and the amount of support provided to the foreign
researchers for the joint research project by the partner state to be the same. In the
same way, the eligible project costs do not have to be identical for both sides.

A public tender, under which joint research project proposals are submitted to the
KONTAKT II programme, is announced each year on the website of the Ministry of Edu-
cation, Youth and Sports http:/www.msmt-vyzkum.cz/ and in the Commercial Journal.

Joint research project proposals must be submitted simultaneously by the research-
ers in the Czech Republic on behalf of the Czech part of the research team and the
researchers in the partner country on behalf of the foreign part of the research team,
in compliance with the criteria set by the support providers. Joint research project
proposals are initially evaluated at a national level, separately in each of the partner
countries, while the final selection of joint research project proposals to be supported

The framework for the development of Czech-Israeli cooperation in the field of applied
research and experimental development is the Agreement between the Government
of the Czech Republic and the Government of the State of Israel on Bilateral Co-
operation for the Support of Industrial Research and Development in the Private
Sector, signed in Prague on 30 March 2009.The implementation bodies for the Agree-
ment are, for the Czech side the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, in cooperation
with the Ministry of Industry and Trade and Investment and Business Development
Agency, Czechlnvest, and for the Israeli side the Ministry of Industry, Commerce and
Labour, in cooperation with the Israeli Industry Centre for Research and Development.

For the purpose of fulfilling the Agreement, the Czech side has prepared the pro-
gramme for international cooperation between the Czech Republic and the State
of Israel in applied research and experimental development “GESHER/MOST*
as the applicable national support framework for the period 2010-2016.
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Celkové vydaje z vetejnych prostfedki na program GESHER/MOST jsou na Ces-
ké stran¢ stanoveny na 300 000 000,— K¢, pricemz alokace finan¢nich prostiedki
na kazdou z 5 planovanych vetejnych soutézi je 60 000 000,— K¢.

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Total expenditure of public funds for the GESHER/MOST programme from the
Czech side has been set at 300,000,000 CZK, where the allocation of funds for each
of the 5 planned public tenders is 60,000,000 CZK.

Priority areas for cooperation under the GESHER/MOST programme are:

— information and communication technologies;

— sustainable and clean technologies;

— agricultural and food technologies;

— biotechnology and medical technology;

— modern engineering — new materials, nanotechnology, cybernetics and robotics.

Applicants for institutional support under the GESHER/MOST programme may be
companies defined in Part 2.2 (a) and (b) of the Community Framework for State Aid
for Research and Development and Innovation (2006/C 323/01), i.e. small, medium-
sized and large enterprises.

In accordance with Section 2 para. 2 (j) of Act No. 130/2002 Coll., on aid for re-
search, experimental development and innovation from public funds and on amend-
ments to certain related Acts (Act on aid for research, experimental development and
innovation), as amended, public universities, public research institutions and other
research entities that can be qualified as a research organisations under Article 2.2
(d) of the Community Framework may also be involved in cooperation, however ex-
clusively in collaboration with a small/medium-sized/large enterprise. On their own
these institutions may not apply for support.

Eligible costs of joint research projects under the GESHER/MOST programme are
costs defined in Section 2 para. 2 (i) of Act No. 130/2002 Coll., on aid for research,
experimental development and innovation from public funds and on amendments to
certain related Acts (Act on aid for research, experimental development and innova-
tion), as amended, provided they also meet the definition of eligible costs set out in
Part 5.1.4 (a), (b), (d) to (f) of the Community Framework for State Aid for Research
and Development and Innovation (2006/C 323/01).

The following costs may be funded by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports:

— personnel costs (researchers, technicians and other supporting staff to the extent
employed on the joint research project);

— costs of instruments and equipment to the extent and for the period used for
the joint research project (If such instruments and equipment are not used for
their full life for the joint research project, only the depreciation costs correspond-
ing to the life of the joint research project, as calculated on the basis of good ac-
counting practice, are considered as eligible);

— costs of contractual research, technical knowledge and patents bought or li-
censed from outside sources at market prices, where the transaction has been car-
ried out at arm’s length and there is no element of collusion involved,

— costs of consultancy and equivalent services used exclusively for the purposes of
the research activity;

— additional overheads incurred directly as a result of the joint research project;

— other operating expenses, including costs of materials, supplies and similar
products incurred directly as a result of the research activity.

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Funding of joint research projects under the GESHER/MOST programme follows the
principle where each of the parties only pays the costs incurred by it, i.e. the Min-
istry of Education, Youth and Sports pays the costs incurred by the Czech part of the
research team for the joint research project, and vice versa. There is no requirement
for the amount of support provided to the Czech researchers for the joint research pro-
ject by the Czech support provider and the amount of support provided to the foreign
researchers for the joint research project by the partner state to be the same. In the
same way, the eligible project costs do not have to be identical for both sides.

The implementation period for subsidised joint research projects is 1-3 years,
while the recommended level of support requested from the Czech side varies around
2,000,000 CZK/year.

A public tender, under which joint research project proposals are submitted to the
GESHER/MOST programme, is announced each year on the website of the Ministry of
Education, Youth and Sports http://www.msmt-vyzkum.cz/ and in the Commercial Journal.

Joint research project proposals must be submitted simultaneously by the researchers in
the Czech Republic on behalf of the Czech part of the research team and the researchers in
the partner country on behalf of the foreign part of the research team, in compliance with
the criteria set by the support providers. Joint research project proposals are initially evalu-
ated at a national level, separately in each of the partner countries, while the final selection
of joint research project proposals to be supported from public funds in the partner coun-
tries is made on the basis of the expert evaluation results by a joint international commit-
tee composed of representatives of both of the support providers. Approved joint research
project proposals are then published as winning proposals as part of the announcement of
the results of the public tender under the GESHER/MOST programme.
